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The Graduate School of Arts and Letters at Tohoku University will award bachelor's degrees to
students meeting the following conditions:

1. Possession of solidly empirical knowledge concerning humankind, its languages and
cultures, and its societies and history, as well as expertise in the humanities and social
sciences based on deep insight into human nature.

2. Development of a keen sensitivity toward humanity through a specialized field of study and
mastery of deep knowledge about social realities. Possession of the intelligence and passion
to take action with these as a foundation to make active contributions to international
societies.

3. Ability to pursue an autonomous and critical understanding of humankind and to contribute

actively to solving the various problems that face contemporary society.
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Students are required to take courses provided in accordance with the educational goals of the
Faculty of Education of Tohoku University and earn sufficient credits to graduate with a
Bachelor of Education. The Faculty of Education has established the following Diploma Policy
that indicates the skills students are expected to have acquired upon graduation.

(1) To be capable of understanding education from a broad perspective based on knowledge

about various specialized areas related to education;
(2) To possess deep insight into education; and
(3) To possess the planning and practical skills to successfully deal with challenges

independently.
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We confer a degree of bachelor on the person who earns more than 39 credits in General

Education and more than 90 credits in Specialized Course provided by us (more than 2 credits
in private and public law, more than 2 credits in basic law, and more than 2 credits in political
science). These requirements are based on the following Educational Purposes;

1) To train a new “generalist in law and politics™” the person who has a general knowledge of
law and politics to be an international citizen, and then is able to solve or prevent a conflict
of interests with analysing the issues behind the conflict with the knowledge.

2) To develop the new “generalist in law and politics” to be a new “specialist in law and politics:”
a researcher in law and politics or a law profession.

3) To produce the person who has the abilities to communicate in international society and the

firm determination to be a leader in the society.
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If a student is recognized to have attended during the time prescribed in the regulations of the

Tohoku University Faculty of Economics, to have attained the academic achievements listed

below through the study of General Education and specialized subjects, and to have earned the

designated credits, the Faculty certifies graduation and confers the degree of Bachelor

(Economics) upon the student.

(1) To acquire fundamental knowledge on economics and management based on wide-ranging
education, and to be able to consider historical contexts and conduct theoretical as well as
empirical analyses of social phenomena.

(2) To understand the backgrounds and contexts of social issues and apply the knowledge of
economics and management to find solutions for such issues.

(3) To gain an interest in global issues and develop communication skills necessary for
interactions with individuals from diverse cultural backgrounds through international

exchanges, and take relevant initiatives from the international perspective.
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In the Faculty of Science, Tohoku University, students study mathematics, physics,

astrogeophysics, chemistry, geoenvironmental science, earth and planetary materials science,
and biology. A bachelor's degree is awarded to those who have systematically acquired basic
and universal knowledge in each field. This degree is a testament to the readiness of graduates
to pursue a higher level of education in graduate school. In the same way, it shows that the
students have acquired the knowledge and skills related to science needed in industry, the
educational world, government offices, etc. and for the implementation of science education
and applicable projects.

Bachelor’s degrees are conferred on students who have achieved the following learning goals
and have acquired the number of credits that meet the graduation requirements set forth by
each department.

1. Students have systematically acquired basic and general knowledge of science.

In the process of acquiring basic and general knowledge, students form the habit of
autonomously learning knowledge about science and research ethics.

3. They can understand the diverse meanings of studying science, such as the
significance of character formation, career development, and social significance, and
engage in activities that contribute to its development and succession.

4. They analyze various problems in society from the viewpoint of science and solve
them.

5. They acquire the language and communication skills necessary to learn and utilize
science and engage in various activities and projects related to science.
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Tohoku University School of Medicine confers a doctor of medicine (MD) degree on students who
have achieved the following goals:
i) To possess the knowledge of life phenomena, human structure and variety of diseases, which
1s grounded in the understanding of molecular, cellular, organ and individual levels with a
broad perspective on community, society and the world.
ii) To have the ability to tackle unexplained phenomena, to conduct creative research, to open
up the frontier of science and to send out the achieved results to the world.
iii) To master the basic skills to implement evidence-based medicine with a superior sense of
ethics and warm humanity
iv) To have the ability to promote health and welfare of people in local community and in the
world through medical practice.
v) To have the competence of effective communication and strong leadership to work
collaboratively with health care providers of various professions and to facilitate
international exchange of multi-disciplinary research.

1 Students have deep scientific expertise in order to cope with highly developed and
complicated medical technology
2 Students have the capability to practice evidence-based nursing, health sciences, clinical
medicine and medical technology, and work as a member of medical team in collaboration

with other medical specialists.
3 Students have the capability to contribute to the field of health sciences and medical sciences
with a sense of excellent ethics, rich humanity and social responsibility.
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The School of Dentistry awards Bachelor’s degrees to students who have completed the credits

required by both the university and the School of Dentistry, and furthermore, who have achieved
the following objectives.

(1) The student possesses: the skills needed to pursue knowledge, as well as the in-depth
learning and strong character that underpin those skills; the diverse perspectives and
insights needed to tackle contemporary challenges that require a transdisciplinary
approach to their resolution; and a commitment to constant self-improvement throughout
their lifetime.

(2) The student is able to organically merge knowledge of human body structure and function
at various levels from the molecular to the individual, as well as disease, biomaterials,
symbiotic microbiota, and the healthcare environment and system. The student can also
apply that knowledge to dental care.

(3) The student, by engaging in the process of research, has cultivated the spirit of science and
has acquired an understanding of and an aspiration for research.

(4) The student is able to safely practice science-based and patient-centric dentistry founded
on holistic dental care with a whole-of-mouth approach.

(5) The student understands the diversity of the international community and aspires to
contribute to human health and welfare as a dental professional who plays an active role in

dental education, research, care, and policy-making.
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[Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences]
The Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences of the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences grants
a bachelor's degree (pharmaceutical sciences) to students who have achieved the following four
goals, which are based on our educational principles, by completing required courses in general

education and specialized subjects prior to graduation.

(1) Cultural accomplishments: Students have acquired familiarity not only with subjects in
natural science, which constitute the basis of expertise, but also a wide range of liberal
arts, have a rich sense of humanity and ethics, a sense of mission to contribute to the
community/society, and are capable of demonstrating excellent leadership.

(2) Competence in the area of expertise: Students have an understanding of mechanisms of
the living body and causes of diseases, the ability to discover effective and safe drugs for
diseases, have learned basic knowledge about drugs, and are capable of contributing to the
development of drug discovery science.

(3) Forging of an international outlook: Students have acquired comprehensive English
proficiency, communication skills, and an international outlook, and are capable of
communicating their achievements to the world.

(4) Pursuit of truth: Students seek to understand the true nature of relationships between
chemical substances and biology, and have a desire to support research, education, and
public health administration related to the development of new drugs and the proper use
of drugs.

[Department of Pharmacy]
The Department of Pharmacy of the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences grants a bachelor's
degree (pharmacy) to students who have achieved the following four goals, which are based on
our educational principles, by completing required courses in general education and specialized

subjects before graduation.
(1) Cultural accomplishments: Students have mastered not only natural science subjects,
which constitute the basis of pharmaceutical sciences, but also a wide range of liberal arts,
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have a rich sense of humanity and ethics, a sense of mission to contribute to the
community/society, and are capable of demonstrating excellent leadership.

(2) Competency in the area of expertise: Students have an understanding of mechanisms of
the living body and causes of diseases, the ability to discover effective and safe drugs, and
are capable of practicing medical care as drug experts.

(3) Forging an international outlook: Students have acquired comprehensive English
proficiency, communication skills, and an international outlook, and are capable of
communicating their achievements to the world.

(4) Pursuit of truth: Students seek to understand the true nature of relationships between
chemical substances and biology, have the desire to support research and education in
pharmaceutical sciences and public health administration, and have a sense of mission as

healthcare professionals to ensure proper use of drugs.
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The Tohoku University School of Engineering has a social obligation to develop world-leading
researchers and engineers. The School of Engineering awards a Bachelor's Degree to students
who have acquired the awareness and ability to contribute to the sustainable development of
humanity, as well as the following knowledge and abilities, through earning the prescribed
number of credits or more from General Education Subjects, and further earning the prescribed
number of credits or more specified by their School and department.

1. Deep understanding of nature, humanity, and society

2. Basic knowledge of engineering and fundamental knowledge related to a specialized field.

3. Ability to perform accurate analysis and logical thinking based on data and facts.

4. Ability to use teamwork to solve problems with colleagues

5. Basic foreign language proficiency that can be used in international settings.

6. Communication skills sufficient to present and discuss the results of research.

7. A broad perspective as a member of international society

8. Ability to think and act by oneself
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The Faculty of Agriculture, Tohoku University seeks candidates with the following
qualifications:

1. Social contribution through agriculture

(1) Ability to acquire a wide range of knowledge and skills related to food, health, and the
environment, broad perspective based on critical thinking surrounding agriculture and
the motivation to contribute to society.

(2) Adherence to high ethical standards, and the potential to contribute to the progress of
science and technology and the realization of a sustainable global society.

2. International education and general skills

(1) Ability to comprehend cutting-edge research related to agriculture through university-
wide specialized education founded in the natural sciences, humanities and social
sciences.

(2) Acquire fundamental language skills in Japanese and English to effectively gather
relevant information, with the goal of explaining advanced topics in the field of agriculture
research.

(3) Advanced knowledge and skills in the fields of agriculture research and the natural and
social sciences, and a strong motivation to become a leader in society, proactively working
to solve problems related to social needs.
