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Why Tohoku University?

With its location in the green environment of the city
of Sendai in northeastern Japan, Tohoku University has
been offering academic excellence for over a century.
It has long enjoyed the reputation of being one of the
most liberal universities in the country as well as an
institution that places a particularly strong emphasis

on leading-edge research.
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Open Institution

Since its foundation in 1907 as Japan's third national university, Tohoku University
has been open to diverse talents and values: Tohoku University was the first
Japanese university to accept female and international students over a hundred
years ago and this inclusive tradition certainly continues today.

Currently, around 2,000 international students from some 80 countries and
territories are enrolled, creating a dynamic multi-cultural learning atmosphere on
the campus. Tohoku University’s emphasis on openness and equality means that we
value students and academics with diverse backgrounds and welcome them as
an integral part of our university community.

Study Environment

About 18,000 students are currently enrolled in 10 undergraduate departments
and 16 graduate schools. Tohoku University boasts about 3,000 highly engaged
faculty members, who actively interact with students in classrooms and
research laboratories. A student-to-faculty ratio of 6:1 enables us to offer a
personalized learning environment with special emphasis on research. On our
lively campus, surrounded by nature, students not only strive for academic excellence,
but achieve personal growth and prepare to become future leaders in every
endeavor they will pursue through various extracurricular and social activities.

Cutting-Edge Research

Strong emphasis on quality research has always been our tradition. From
fundamental discoveries to large-scale practical applications for everyday life,
Tohoku University's research outcomes have deeply impacted our way of thinking
and our way of living. Several recent world university rankings have recognized
Tohoku University’s research strength and competitiveness in physics, chemistry,
materials science and engineering and many other fields. In this advantageous
setting, student have unparalleled learning and research experiences, enabling
them to acquire scientific skills through classroom teaching by our world-class
research faculty as well as actual laboratory activities by students themselves.

Social and Community Role

“Practice-Oriented Research and Education” has long been one of the core values
of Tohoku University, whereby the fruits of leading-edge research are put to practical
use for the benefit of society and toward improving living standards. In keeping with
the Open Door policy, various facilities of Tohoku University are available to the public.
The university actively supports citizen education and maintains community involvement
through science cafés, international festivals, delivery classes, providing classroom
experience and promoting lifelong learning.

Reconstruction Action

Tohoku University’s commitment to its community role was demonstrated in the
aftermath of the Great East Japan Earthquake of March 11, 2011. Tohoku University
was one of the institutes of higher education at the center of the disaster area
and the university has undertaken considerable efforts toward reconstruction and
revitalization of the local region. The focus of these endeavors is on establishing
new industries through close collaboration with industry and government agencies
so as to boost employment and invigorate the Tohoku region. These efforts are in

turn serving as a stimulus to the Japanese economy as a whole.

Tohoku University has been selected for the FY2014 Top Global University Project, a higher
education reform initiative launched by Japan's Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology (MEXT).

The MEXT program aims to raise Japan'’s global competitiveness in higher education by supporting
internationalization and reform efforts at select institutions. Tohoku University's reform initiative is
called "Tohoku University's Global Initiative" and is categorized as "Type A: Top Type" in the Top
Global University Project.

Under this framework, we intend to further accelerate the initiatives we have undertaken with the
“Global 30 Project” and the “Go Global Japan Project” to create a new global education.

Further, based upon this new global education, we aim to form strong partnerships with overseas
universities, with the goal of entering the world’s Top Ten Ranking in the fields of Spintronics,
Materials Science, Cosmological Physics, and Earth Science, as well as pushing for developments in
the new disciplines of Data Science, Life Sciences, and Disaster Reduction/Safety Science, founding
the International Joint Graduate Program in a total of seven fields. Additionally, we will also seek
cooperation in the foundation of our “Tohoku Forum for Creativity” and other measures aimed at

consolidating our research strength.
