This is a salon piece by Johann Wenzel Kalliwoda, a lesser-known Romanticism composer who even

fascinated Robert Schumann.
The music unfolds vividly, blending catchy themes with a contrast of technical and dynamic passages.

Created in 1840, the year Robert Schumann married Clara and his so-called “Year of Song,” this is considered
one of his greatest lieder. Its beautiful melody perfectly matches the soft atmosphere of spring, although the
lyrics themselves can be intense.

Originally composed for the horn, this masterpiece has become an essential part of the oboe repertoire. Its
true charm lies in the contrast between the sweet, lyrical melodies of the Adagio and the vibrant energy of the
Allegro. Please enjoy the rich, expressive tones of the oboe.
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L.v.Beethoven Piano Sonata No.3 Op.2-3 1st Mov.

Yukiko Seino (Pf,Eng.B3)
This is the largest of the three sonatas dedicated to Haydn. Although it is one of Beethoven’s early works, its

grandeur and harmonies feel truly innovative. It demands advanced technique, but since I have the
opportunity to perform it at a venue I personally love, 'm looking forward to enjoying the performance.

C. G. Scheidler (1747-1829) was a German guitarist and composer. This piece is a three-movement sonata
in classical style, characterized by its clear, simple structure and melody. It is often performed as a guitar duo

or for guitar and a melodic instrument. For today’s performance, we would like to add drums to the two guitars
to create a more lively and upbeat arrangement.
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F.Chopin Barcarolle Op.60
Chii Ri(Pf, Eng.B4)
“Barcarolle” is considered one of Chopin’s greatest masterpieces from his later years. [ hope you will be able

to sense the atmosphere of this piece, which, while composed in a generally cheerful tone, also reveals hints of
a certain melancholy and wistfulness.

Sibelius’s Etude was originally written for piano and is typically played at a relatively fast tempo, but when
performed slowly on cello and guitar, it takes on a completely different character. Whoever discovered this
deserves a lot.

"Cavatina" refers to a lyrical short song with a beautiful melody. This particular piece was used as the theme
music for the 1978 film "The Deer Hunter" and became widely known through the arrangement and
performance of the renowned classical guitarist John Williams. We highly recommend watching the film as well.
