1 ) Applications must be submitted by those who are mentioned in the category below.

Category A: Tohoku University international students, international students’ association
Category B: Tohoku University alumni, alumni associations, or faculty.

To ensure diverse exchange, events organized by current international students (Category A) must
include participants from other non-student community member groups (Category B). Similarly, events
organized by other community member groups (Category B) must include current international student
participants (Category A).

2) The event must be a gathering, exchange, or networking event organized by category A and category B for
Tohoku University community members only.

Examples: Events bringing together university community members within the same country (Indonesia,
Thailand, Vietnam, etc.), within the same region (EU, ASEAN, etc.), or within the same association (TUFSA
alumni, IPLA alumni, the same research or academic project group, etc.)

3) The event may take place in-person, online, or in a hybrid format (both in-person and online).

4) Organizers must post photos and/or videos from the event on social media platforms with the hashtags:
