
COVID-19 Prevention Measures 
 
Please do everything you can to remain healthy, and wear a mask (a non-woven mask is 
recommended) to the ceremony. Those not wearing a mask will be refused entry. 
 
Entry will not be permitted in the following cases: 

• If your temperature as measured on the day of the ceremony indicates a fever of 37.5 
degrees or higher 

• If you are not feeling well, or have symptoms such as breathing difficulty, extreme 
fatigue, coughing, sore throat, altered sense of taste/smell etc 

• If you have been in close contact with a person who has tested positive for COVID-19 
within the last 14 days 

• If you have entered Japan from overseas within the last 14 days 

• If you have been in close contact with a person who has entered Japan from overseas 
within the last 14 days 

 
When Entering the Venue: 

• The area around the ceremony site will be very crowded, so it may take some time to 
enter. Please arrive as early as possible. (Doors open at 8:40 a.m. for the graduate 
ceremony, and 10:40a.m. for the undergraduate ceremony) 

• You will need to show your acceptance letter at the reception. Do not forget to bring it. 

• Try to maintain a safe gap between you and other students when standing in line. 
 

At the venue: 

• Please keep your mask on at all times 

• Please be sure to disinfect your hands  

• Please refrain from speaking loudly 

• If you have a smartphone, please install the COVID-19 Contact-Confirming Application 
before you arrive 
 

When Leaving the Venue 

• Please leave in your assigned order to prevent crowding at the exits.  

• Do not leave anything / trash etc behind  

• Do not linger around the ceremony hall or at Tomizawa Park. 

• After the ceremony, please refrain from gathering in large groups for dinner, karaoke, etc. 
 

Access to the Venue (Kamei Arena Sendai) 
There is no parking in the area so please use public transport. 
 
Take the Tomizawa-bound Nanboku Subway Line from Sendai Station (it takes about 12 
minutes). Alight at Tomizawa Station, leave via the West 1 Exit, and head to the right (in a 
northerly direction). It will take about 5 minutes on foot to reach the venue.
